Haverigg and Hodbarrow - The Tern’s Tale
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is managed by the RSPB. It spans a large
area of the former mines on the north
X side of the Duddon Estuary. The reserve
‘ is part of the Duddon Estuary Site of
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haven for wading birds. The name

Haverigg comes from the old Norse
language meaning ‘the hill where
oats are grown’.
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Terns are around 40cm long and make Hodbarrow Point must have
crested grebes, beautiful yellow sedge t‘fﬁ
warblers and diving merganser ducks. ‘ B
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
