Native species trees within communal areas are to be planted as
16-18cm extra heavy standards (with the exception of Pinus sylvestris
which is to be planted at a size of 2.5-3m high). All EHS trees and large
pines are to be secured by an appropriate underground guying system.
Native and ornamental species trees within private garden areas are to
be planted as 12-14cm heavy standards, supported with a single timber
stake and secured with an appropriate tie and spacer.
